These volunteers are not often required on a regular 

basis.

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Parents Committee Director or Member 

Directors and members must be nominated and ap-

proved as volunteers to help support their provincial 
committees. 

 

There are two ways a director can support the 

organization. 

Assigned Squadron Directors are  responsible for 

the overall care of a squadron.  The regularly report on 

squadron activities and help to support the  

squadron as needed. 

Members-at-Large are able to support the Air Cadet 

League in various capacities.  While they are not  

responsible for a particular squadron, they may be 

responsible for contributing to fundraising,  

sponsorship or recruiting.   

 

The directors and members are responsible to the 

Board of Governors who direct the organization and 

implement all regulations and amendments to the  

program. 

These volunteer positions are a must-have at squadrons.  The 

Squadron Sponsoring Committee (SSC) operates the business 
function of the Squadron.  There must always be a minimum of 

three members to the SSC.

These positions require regular  

meetings though may not be  

required on a weekly basis.   

 

This committee has a great deal of responsibility for providing a 
training location for the cadets, paying the bills, fundraising,  

providing necessary paperwork and recruiting for the program.
